Resolution CARPC No. 2009-6 
 

Amending the 2009 CARPC Budget 
 
 

WHEREAS, the Capital Area Regional Planning Commission (“CARPC”) adopted the 
2009 CARPC Budget (“budget”) on September 25, 2008; and  

 
WHEREAS, the CARPC is a regional partner in the Fly Dane Partnership 

(“Partnership”) which includes seven of eight cities, all nineteen villages, and seventeen 
towns in Dane County, and also includes seven state and local agencies, two federal 
agencies, and four other regional partners; and 

 
WHEREAS, participation in the Partnership has provided CARPC and its predecessor 

agencies with orthophotographic imagery essential in the conduct of map creation and 
planning work activities, including the Land Use Inventory; and 
 

WHEREAS, the Fly Dane 2009/2010 project (“project”) is proposed by the 
Partnership as part of a regularly scheduled countywide update of aerial imagery and 
related products, the cost of which is borne by the Partnership; and 

 
WHEREAS, the cost of the project to each of the regional partners, including CARPC, 

is not expected to exceed $14,000; and  
 
WHEREAS, the operating reserves of CARPC from 2008 are sufficient to allocate a 

portion to cover the expected cost; and 
 
WHEREAS, the CARPC has reviewed the proposed amendment and believes it to be 

in the best interest of the Commission and its constituents, and is authorized to make such 
an amendment. 
 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Capital Area Regional Planning 
Commission amends its 2009 budget as follows: 

 
The sum of $14,000 is hereby added as a revenue Line Item entitled “Operating 
Reserve Allocation for Fly Dane 2009/2010 Partnership”; and 
 
The sum of $14,000 is hereby added as an expenditure Line Item entitled “Fly Dane
