ELECTRICIAN

DEFINITION

Under general direction in at the Alliant Energy Center, Dane County Regional Airport, and Department of Administration, to perform skilled electrical work in constructing, installing, maintaining, repairing, operating and inspecting various electrical wiring systems, electrical controls, electrical machinery and electrical equipment in buildings and/or grounds; to perform skilled preventive maintenance and repair work on a variety of building maintenance systems; and to do related work as required.

EXAMPLES OF DUTIES

Operates, maintains and repairs major building electrical systems; installs maintains and repairs electrical power, lighting lines, cables and associated parts of circuits, switches, outlets, fuse boxes, circuit breakers, meters, light fixtures, electrical motors, electrical appliances, telephones and network cabling, audio visual equipment, transformers, converters, similar equipment, various sound systems and power circuits; provides electrical connections for machinery, either permanently or temporarily; inspects and tests equipment and electrical control and safety devices for operation and safety; may overhaul and repair electrical equipment in a shop; inspects the work of independent contractors for compliance with electrical codes and specifications; may direct and monitor the work of other electricians as assigned; orders electrical supplies and equipment; assists or performs other building maintenance functions such as minor carpentry, plumbing or HVAC system repairs.

EMPLOYMENT STANDARDS

Education and Experience:  Any combination of training and experience equivalent to graduation from high school and completion of a five year accredited apprenticeship program for Electricians.  Preference will be given for management, cost control and public relations training and experience.

Dane County Airport positions require any combination of training and experience equivalent to graduation from high school and completion of a five year apprenticeship program for Electricians, and five years of experience in performing all aspects of commercial electrical installation work, including two years of experience as lead on electrical construction projects.  Airfield electrical experience preferred.  

Knowledge, Skills and Abilities:  Knowledge of the methods, materials, tools and equipment used in installing and repairing electrical wiring systems, paging and sound systems, controls and electrical machinery and equipment in buildings; knowledge of the methods, materials, tools and equipment used in installing and repairing communications systems; knowledge of the provisions of the National Electrical Code and of the pertinent City, County or State inspection and safety requirements; ability to diagnose and correct electrical power, lighting or communications failures; ability to do field or shop repair of electrical equipment; ability to handle electrical power requirements up to and over 440 volts; ability to read and interpret technical blueprints of electrical and electronic circuitry and the ability to work independently.  Must be able to work at heights in excess of 50 feet for sustained periods of time.

Special Requirements:  Some positions will work a significant number of nights, weekends and holidays.  Possession of a Class B Maintenance Electrical license and a valid Wisconsin driver’s license (or eligibility for).  A valid Wisconsin Commercial Driver’s License Class “A” may be required for some positions.  Will be required to supply personal small hand tools.  
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The Alliant Energy Center: Requires a Journeyman Electrician Certification by an appropriate authority.  Must be able and willing to work nights, weekends, and holidays on a routine basis. Must also be able and willing to work as much as 600 hours of overtime in a given year when the Center’s activity level could require it.
Dane County Regional Airport:  Requires Journeyman Electrician certification by an appropriate authority.  Valid Wisconsin Class “A” commercial drivers license with “N” (tanker) endorsement within 90 days of appointment.  Must pass Transportation Security Administration (TSA) required criminal history records check and employment history verification.  Random drug and alcohol testing is required.  Must be available and willing to work nights, holidays and weekends during snow and other airport emergencies.  
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
