








GROUNDSKEEPER








DEFINITION





Under direction, to maintain 164 acres and adjacent grounds; to operate associated equipment; to direct LTE personnel; and to do related work as required.








EXAMPLES OF DUTIES





Maintains lawns, shrubbery, flowers, and trees, including landscaping, transplanting and fertilizing; keeps sidewalks and paved surfaces clear of debris, ice and snow and in good condition; maintains and operates all types of lawn, street sweeping and snow removal equipment; assists in building maintenance including event setups and take downs on occasion; may train, direct, and monitor the ground maintenance work of other workers.








EMPLOYMENT STANDARDS





Education and Experience:  Must be able to read and write English and have any combination of training and experience equivalent to three years of experience in grounds maintenance.  Experience operating large trucks, bobcats, snowplows and salters is preferred.





Knowledge and Abilities:  Ability and demonstrated experience to maintain, operate, and use all types of ground maintenance and snow removal equipment and tools; ability to organize work and train, direct and monitor the work of others; ability to communicate effectively orally and in writing; ability to work from oral or written instructions, blueprints or sketches; ability to adhere to safety rules; knowledge of grounds maintenance techniques, materials and supplies; knowledge of basic construction techniques.








Special Requirements:  Must be available to work at any location and at any time, including early mornings and nights during snow emergencies. Must be able to work weekends and holidays.  Must be able to work for long and extended periods under pressure to meet deadlines.  Must have a valid Wisconsin driver’s license.
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
