ENVIRONMENTAL ENGINEER

(PROJECT POSITION)
DEFINITION
An intermediate-level engineering/planning position in the Department of Planning and Development, Community Analysis and Planning Division, to perform lead work duties in coordination and direction of other staff, plans or projects.  Work includes plan/project design, analysis of natural resources, socio-economic, and engineering data, report writing and presentation and performance of related work as assigned.

EXAMPLES OF DUTIES
Update and analyze socio-economic data; update and analyzes land use data; update and analyze water use and wastewater flow; forecast wastewater flow data for Metropolitan Sewerage District; perform report writing for the MMSD collection system study; introduce presentation of findings; direct the staff on each project; review stormwater management plans; review sanitary sewer extension plans; review wastewater and stormwater permits and facility plans; develop technical standards for resources management related to water quality and quantity; design and model impact mitigation measures to protect natural resources.

EMPLOYMENT STANDARDS
Education and Experience:  A Bachelor’s degree in Civil or Environmental Engineer from a recognized school with three years of related experience or a Master’s degree in a related field with two years of related experience. 

KNOWLEDGE, SKILLS AND ABILITIES:

Technical knowledge of wastewater systems planning and engineering, public works engineering, hydrology and hydrologic modeling, stormwater management and design, solid waste management, water quality and water resources management planning; skill in data analysis and manipulation; knowledge of stormwater modeling; knowledge of technical and non-technical report writing; working familiarity with ESRI GIS software; ability to communicate and work effectively with elected officials, other professional staff and the general public; ability to supervise the work of other staff; and some ability to conduct graphic presentations.

SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS:

May require attendance at evening meetings.  Work involves performance of field investigations.
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
