FOOD SERVICE HELPER - DRIVER








DEFINITION





Under direct supervision, to perform a variety of tasks necessary to the preparation and serving of food and cleaning of facilities and equipment in an institution; to deliver prepared meals to various other locations; and to do related work as required.  Duties are performed for clients of Consolidated Food Services of Dane County, primarily the Dane County Sheriff's Department and Dane County Juvenile Court Program, but also Badger Prairie Health Care Center.





EXAMPLES OF DUTIES





Assembles utensils and other items needed to serve meals at the Dane County Jail; ensures that all hot and cold menu items, including specials, are loaded in hot and cold insulated carts; ensures invoices from each client are completed thoroughly and accurately; completes and submits a daily report to supervisor; maintains par levels of supplies at Dane County Jail and Huber Centers; assists loading and unloading materials; serves foods such as entrees, desserts, vegetables, etc.; drives manual transmission delivery truck and equipment; washes delivery truck and equipment; ensures that motor vehicle maintenance and repairs are accomplished according to established policy; loads and transports wheeled storage carts weighing up to 150 pounds to and from the truck; delivers food items to various locations and serves meals to the Dane County Jail inmates; completes other duties as assigned.





EMPLOYMENT STANDARDS





Education and Experience:  Preference will be given for experience in institutional food service operations and operation of trucks with manual transmissions.





Knowledges, Skills and Abilities:  Knowledge of methods of cleaning and maintaining food service areas, utensils and equipment; ability to follow and understand oral and written instructions; ability to perform cleaning and food service duties; ability to push and pull heavy objects related to the preparation, transport and serving of foods; ability to understand basic operating procedure of dishwashing machines and other kitchen equipment; ability to understand and practice safety rules at all times; ability to provide service to residents in a friendly and caring manner; knowledge of basic principles of personal hygiene relative to food preparation and serving; ability to determine when foods are spoiled or have been contaminated; knowledge of food preparation and serving techniques; ability to drive delivery vehicles equipped with a manual four speed transmission; ability to drive safely and recognize vehicle performance problems; knowledge of routine motor vehicle operation; must be able to lift up to fifty (50) pounds unassisted and heavier loads with assistance.





Special Requirements: Must have and maintain jail clearance to deliver and serve food at the jail.  Jail clearance is given and potentially taken away by Sheriff’s Office personnel.  Must have and maintain a valid Wisconsin Driver’s license.
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
