HEAVY EQUIPMENT MACHINIST
DEFINITION

Under the general direction of the Shop Supervisor, to perform machinist work related to the repair and fabrication of parts and shop tools used in maintaining, re-designing, and repairing automobiles, trucks, and small and large construction equipment; to perform skilled work in the preventive maintenance and mechanical repair of gasoline, diesel-powered and other power-driven equipment and to do related work as required.      

EXAMPLES OF DUTIES

Rebuild and fabricate parts for equipment repairs and assembly of new equipment.  Diagnoses mechanical and hydraulic problems: repairs and rebuilds parts such as brake drums, flywheels, hydraulic motors, pumps, valves, rams, gear boxes, transmissions, differentials, and small tools; machine parts such as shafts, seals, pins, sprockets, bearings and bolts; removes broken studs; makes setups and layouts to reproduce damaged or broken parts; designs and builds special equipment and tools. Investigate and diagnose mechanical, electrical, and hydraulic equipment problems and needs that include disassembling and making repairs.  Order, acquire and charge out parts.  
EMPLOYMENT STANDARDS

Education and Experience:  Any combination of training and experience equivalent to graduation from high school and three years experience as a Machinist, including significant experience diagnosing heavy equipment hydraulic problems and repairing hydraulic parts.  

Knowledge, Skills and Abilities:  Knowledge of standard practices, methods, tools, and materials used in the maintenance and repair of light and heavy automotive, construction, snow removal and maintenance equipment; knowledge of the standard practices, ability to use machine shop tools such as a drill press, turning lathe, brake drum and flywheel lathe, horizontal and vertical milling machines, surface grinders, etc.; ability to read blueprints and set up work on various shop machines; knowledge of hydraulics related to highway trucks and heavy equipment; ability to diagnose mechanical, hydraulic, and design problems and devise solutions.
Special Requirements:  Must have a valid Wisconsin Class “A” Commercial Driver’s license with air brake and tanker endorsements within six months of appointment.  Must be available nights, weekends, and holidays during snow and other emergencies.
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
