HEAVY EQUIPMENT OPERATOR

(LAND AND WATER RESOURCES)
DEFINITION
Under general supervision, to operate heavy motorized equipment used in maintenance and construction in the County Parks and to perform other park operation tasks as required. 

EXAMPLES OF DUTIES
Operate heavy motorized equipment including motor graders, bulldozers, large capacity loaders, excavators compactors, and other heavy equipment; make excavations, dig ditches, cut road, trail and parking lot grades; haul dirt, gravel, rock, sand, or other materials; plow snow and apply ice control materials; maintain project records; see that equipment is serviced with gas, oil, water and lubricants; may perform minor repairs and ensure that maintenance and major repairs are performed; perform or assist with manual work in park maintenance, construction projects and repair including such tasks as forestry activities, landscaping, grounds maintenance and facility cleaning; perform other tasks as required; must be in good physical condition and able to work in varying terrains in harsh temperature conditions; and possess the ability to lift and carry 75 lbs.

EMPLOYMENT STANDARDS

Education and Experience:  Two years of experience in motor equipment operation with substantial emphasis in the operation of heavy earth moving and construction equipment such as motor graders, bulldozers, scraper, large capacity loaders, etc.  Additional credit will be awarded for experience in a Park and Recreation setting or comparable site.

Knowledge, Skills and Abilities:  Knowledge of the methods, materials and equipment used in a public setting, for construction and development projects; knowledge in the construction of roads, trails parking lots and building site preparation; skill in operating heavy equipment such as in cutting to grade, moving earth, grading and rolling road surfaces and operating close to fixed objects; ability to service and to make minor repairs and adjustments to equipment; ability to do heavy manual work; ability to deal tactfully with the public on routine matters and to establish effective relationships with all coworkers; ability to keep accurate maintain reports and records; ability to read and write; ability to make simple mathematical calculations with accuracy. 

Licenses or Other Requirements:  Must have (or be eligible for) a valid Wisconsin class “A” commercial driver's license.  Must be available nights, weekends, and holidays during snow or other emergencies.
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
