HIGHWAY WORKER
DEFINITION

Under direction, as a primary assignment, to perform maintenance, repair, and construction of highways and associated right of ways; to operate trucks, loaders and other equipment; and to do related work as required.

EXAMPLES OF DUTIES

Acts as patrol helper; hand seals asphalt and concrete surfaces; maintains shoulders; cleans up debris and trash along roadways; trims, removes, and chips brush and trees; mows grass and weeds with hand or power mower; performs temporary sign maintenance; checks and maintains drainage ditches and culverts; sweeps pavement manually or with power broom; plows snow; works with snow fence; acts as flagperson for construction or repair crews; breaks pavement with sixty-pound jackhammer; assists with installation of culverts, shouldering, chip seal operation, bridge repair, roadway painting, etc.; performs pre-operation inspections, preventive maintenance, and minor repairs on equipment; maintains accurate records on miscellaneous time, materials, and equipment on various reports or forms; and other duties as assigned.

EMPLOYMENT STANDARDS

Education and Experience:  Must be able to read and write at the tenth grade level.  Must have two years of relevant experience in the repair and maintenance of roads (e.g., repairing potholes, snow plowing, etc.), or five years experience in a construction or maintenance related field (i.e., applicants would have experience in building construction, landscaping, farm operation, park maintenance, or railroads). Also requires six months experience operating loaders or equivalent equipment operation (e.g., skid steers, backhoes, graders, scrapers, etc.). 

Knowledge, Skills and Abilities:  Knowledge of common construction equipment and materials used in the maintenance and repair of asphalt, concrete and gravel roads and highways; general knowledge of the repair and maintenance of culverts, bridges, and other drainage structures; knowledge of safe working and driving procedures; knowledge of proper traffic control procedures and signing; knowledge of procedures for hot/cold asphalt patching of roadways and bridges; knowledge of vegetation maintenance procedures, skilled in the use of common hand tools such as shovels, axes, saws, hammers, pliers, and wrenches; possession of good oral and written communication skills; ability to operate truck over 35,500 G.V.W. with snow and ice control attachments, front end loaders, road rollers, tractors, lawn mowers, chain saws, air hammers, drills, and other motorized equipment; ability to construct small structures; ability to make math calculations; ability to judge distances; ability to read maps; ability to perform minor mechanical repairs and routine preventive maintenance on engines and equipment; ability to work effectively and cooperatively with other persons; must be able to lift up to fifty (50) pounds, sometimes above the shoulder, unassisted and heavier loads with assistance.

Special Requirements: Must be willing and available to work nights, holidays and weekends during snow or other emergencies.  Candidates who reach the final selection stage, will be subject to a thorough driving record background check.  Must have a valid class B commercial driver’s license, and must obtain a class A commercial driver’s license with air brake and tanker endorsement within six months of appointment.
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
