LANDFILL CREW LEADER








DEFINITION





Under general supervision, as a principle assignment, to operate heavy motorized equipment used in the construction and daily operation of a sanitary landfill; to lead the operations of a County sanitary landfill, including other employees; and perform other duties as assigned.








EXAMPLES OF DUTIES





Supervise the day-to-day operation of a County sanitary landfill, including providing direction of an equipment operator and scale master; operate heavy motorized equipment which includes:  motor graders, bulldozers, large capacity loaders, sanitary landfill compactors and other heavy equipment; make excavations, dig ditches, cut road grades; haul dirt, gravel, rock, sand or other materials; confine, compact and cover solid waste; plow snow and apply ice control materials; ensure that equipment is serviced with gas, oil, water and lubricants; may perform minor repairs and ensure that maintenance and major repairs are performed; perform or assist with manual work in maintenance or construction and repair; maintain time and operating records, including keeping other simple records; and provide information to the public; enforce pertinent rules, regulations and policies and procedures.  








EMPLOYMENT STANDARDS





Education and Experience:  Any combination of training and experience equivalent to high school graduation and two years of solid waste landfill experience involving the operation of landfill equipment.  Plus, one year of lead work experience required.  Supervisory experience a plus.





Knowledge, Skills and Abilities:  Knowledge of the methods, materials and equipment used in the construction and operation of a sanitary landfill; knowledge in the construction of gravel roads and highways; skill in operating heavy equipment used in cutting to grade, moving earth, and grading and rolling road surfaces; ability to lead other employees or train temporary equipment operators; ability to read plans and work from blueprints or sketches; ability to maintain effective working relationships with employees, contractors and the public; ability to follow oral and written instructions; ability to work cooperatively with and direct the work of others; and ability to perform moderately heavy physical labor.





Special Requirements:  Must possess or be eligible for a Wisconsin DNR Solid Waste Disposal Facility Operator Certification.  Must have or be eligible for a valid class A & B valid Wisconsin driver’s license.
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
