MECHANIC
DEFINITION

Under supervision, to perform skilled work in the preventive maintenance, and mechanical repair of gasoline, diesel powered and other power driven equipment; and to do related work as required.

EXAMPLES OF DUTIES

Inspects, maintains and repairs varied automotive and heavy equipment such as automobiles, trucks, tractors, fork lifts, front‑end loaders, graders, sweepers, runway sweepers, runway snow blowers, snow plows, wheel loaders, bulldozers, cranes, rollers, snow blowers, lawn mowing equipment, compressors and associated equipment; disassembles engines and does general engine overhaul work; grinds valves, adjusts ignitions, carburetors and fuel injection systems; overhauls transmissions and differentials; replaces wheel cylinders, relines brakes; overhauls brake cylinders and boosters; wires and reconditions electrical systems; repairs and replaces such other components as generators, distributors, relays, and air conditioning units; assists in building and fabricating construction, maintenance or other equipment; makes service calls on equipment to perform emergency repairs; conducts road tests on equipment; maintains equipment in clean and orderly condition; may read and interpret blueprints; may perform welding, brazing, cutting, or other automotive shop work; may perform semi‑skilled work in a variety of other trades such as plumbing, electrical, painting, heating and ventilating systems; may operate a variety of snow and ice control equipment; performs manual work; may instruct, train and direct the work of other; performs other duties as required.

EMPLOYMENT STANDARDS

Education and Experience:  Any combination of training and experience equivalent to graduation from high school and three years (some positions prefer five years) of experience in the repair of light and heavy automotive, construction and maintenance equipment which includes a substantial emphasis on diesel engines, or a vocational diploma as a diesel and heavy equipment technician, or a two year associate degree in diesel equipment technology.  Automotive Service Excellence (ASE) certification may be desired for some positions.

Knowledge, Skills and Abilities:  Knowledge of the standard practices, methods, tools, and materials used in the maintenance and repair of light and heavy automotive, construction, snow removal and maintenance equipment; knowledge of the standard practices, methods, tools, and materials used in mechanical trades; knowledge of safety hazards and relevant safety precautions; knowledge of the theory, care and operation of gasoline and diesel engines; knowledge of preventive maintenance programs; knowledge of computer diagnostics; skill in troubleshooting and diagnosing mechanical troubles, determining and performing appropriate maintenance, repairing or replacement work; skill in  working from blueprints, sketches, and broken parts to fabricate non‑standard, specialized equipment; ability to perform heavy manual work; ability to do all position welding; ability to instruct and train employees; ability to keep maintenance records; must be able to lift up to fifty (50) pounds unassisted and heavier loads with assistance.

Special Requirements:  Possession of a valid Wisconsin class “A” commercial driver's license.  The Highway requires a valid Wisconsin class “A” commercial driver’s license with air brake and tanker endorsements within six months of appointment.  Some departments require “N” (tanker) endorsement.  Must be available nights, weekends, and holidays during snow or other emergencies.  Some positions require random drug and alcohol testing, and some require passing Transportation Security Administration (TSA) criminal history records check and employment history. Some departments require that you provide own set of hand tools for some positions.
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
