Senior Programmer Analyst

DEFINITION

Under general direction, analyzes requirements and codes complex computer programs for the client server and web environments; maintains existing programs and applications making changes as requested by user departments; and does related work as required. 

EXAMPLES OF DUTIES

Designs, develops, tests and maintains web and client server applications; writes and maintains data transfer programs using a variety of scripting and programming languages; works in a variety of computer environments and platforms; produces and maintains documentation pertaining to applications and systems; develops program specifications; consults with representatives from customer departments to obtain specifications and solve problems; creates test plans and conducts both unit and system testing; advises external agency representatives; assists other department staff as needed.

EMPLOYMENT STANDARDS

Education and Experience Graduation from a four year college with major work in system analysis, computer science or related field or equivalent experience and five years increasingly responsible experience in analysis, design, development, and implementation of client server and web applications; experience in ASP.Net/VB, VB.Net, Javascript, HTML, writing SQL queries and strong knowledge of Windows operating systems required; experience with traditional ASP and Powerbuilder desirable. Experience with server and network hardware, Active Directory and system software used in Internet, intranet, and e-government environments a plus.

Knowledge, Skills and Abilities  Knowledge of the principles and techniques of system development life cycles; ability to communicate effectively, verbally and in writing, with internal staff, user departments, and outside agency representatives; must be able to function effectively as a team member; strong working knowledge of object-oriented programming techniques, relational databases, and project management policies and procedures; ability to work effectively with limited direction or oversight; possess good organizational skills.
