SKILLED LABORER

(HIGHWAY)
DEFINITION

Under direction, as a principle assignment, to operate heavy motorized equipment used in the construction and maintenance of streets, roads, highways, bridges and drains; and to do related work.

EXAMPLES OF DUTIES

Operates heavy motorized equipment including motor graders, large capacity loaders, backhoes, large road rollers, large snow plows, large trucks, tractors, cranes, oil distributors, crawler shovels, chip spreaders and other similar equipment of comparable size and complexity; makes excavations, digs ditches, cuts road grades, rolls asphalt for street and road construction or repair; hauls dirt, gravel, rock, sand or other materials used on construction or repair jobs; plows snow and applies ice control materials; sees that equipment is properly serviced with gas, oil, water and lubricants; may perform minor repairs and sees that maintenance and major repairs are performed; performs or assists with manual work in maintenance or construction and repair, including repair of cracked or broken pavement, broken or missing guard rails, bridge repair, cutting brush, trimming or cutting down trees and shoveling ice and snow off bridges and out of culverts and drains.

EMPLOYMENT STANDARDS
Education and Experience:  Must have any combination of education, training and experience equivalent to two years of construction and maintenance of highways which includes operating intermediate sized motorized equipment (i.e., motor graders, track excavators, multi-axle trucks  and track loaders).

Knowledge, Skills and Abilities:  Knowledge of traffic and safety regulations as they apply to heavy motorized construction and maintenance equipment; knowledge of the methods, materials and equipment used in the construction, maintenance and repair of asphalt, concrete and gravel roads, highways, and related surfaces; skill in operating heavy equipment such as when cutting to grade, moving earth, grading and rolling road surfaces; ability to service and to make minor repairs and adjustments to equipment; ability to do heavy manual work; ability to be innovative and work without close supervision; ability to communicate tactfully and courteously with the public and co-workers; must be able to lift up to fifty (50) pounds unassisted and heavier loads with assistance.
Special Requirements:  Possession of a valid Wisconsin Class “B” commercial driver's license at time of application and a Class “A” commercial driver’s license with air brake and tanker endorsement within six months of appointment.  Candidates who reach the final selection stage will be subject to a thorough driving record background check.  Must be available to work nights, holidays and weekends (during summer hours this includes Fridays) for emergencies.
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
