YOUTH COMMITTEE FACILITATOR

POSITION DESCRIPTION

PROGRAM SUMMARY: Youth Governance (YG) offers an opportunity for youth, grades 9-12, to serve on standing Dane county board committees. Program goals are to provide youth the opportunity to understand and experience local government, to bring youth voice to community issues and to foster the development of confident, capable and independent leaders for the next generation. 

POSITION SUMMARY 

The Youth Committee Facilitator position is primarily responsible for providing guidance and facilitation to the Youth Governance Youth Committee (YGYC) comprised of youth participants in YG and other interested youth not appointed board seats. This position works in collaboration with UW Extension staff to coordinate the Youth Governance program. 

This position is supervised by the DHS Prevention Services Manager. YGYC is a subcommittee of the Dane County Youth Commission. This position co-facilitates the By Youth For Youth grant project on behalf of the Youth Commission. This is a part-time, limited-term position averaging 18 hours per week, including some evenings. 

POSITION RESPONSIBILITIES INCLUDE:
· Facilitate YGYC meetings for youth serving on county boards and other interested youth

· Through YGYC meetings, teach youth leadership, civic engagement and public speaking skills

· Identify issues or concerns that arise for youth and assist in resolution

· Coordinate meeting logistics including the preparation and posting of YGYC agendas and minutes 

· Establish expectations for youth attendance, participation and conduct in YGYC with youth input

· Assist with youth transportation  

· In collaboration with UW Extension staff:

· Participate in the recruitment and selection of YG participants 

· Promote YG through school, community and Youth Resource Network outreach efforts

· Resolve issues between youth and county board assignments

· Participate in media opportunities to promote the program

· Co-facilitate the By Youth For Youth grants process with United Way and the City of Madison

· Attend bi-monthly Youth Commission meetings 

· Other duties as assigned.

POSITION REQUIREMENTS:

Minimum Education and Experience:  

A high school diploma or equivalent 

One year of paid or voluntary experience facilitating youth groups

Have valid driver’s license, pass criminal and driver background check

Knowledge and Abilities: 

Demonstrated youth work skills and ability to organize and facilitate youth groups

Demonstrated ability to work in a culturally informed and inclusive manner to welcome youth of all races, sexual orientations, economic status and from rural and urban communities

Demonstrated ability to effectively communicate with youth and adult peers
